Cheryl needs the school principal to send him an email nominating the person within the school who is going to manage access to SCOOTLE. (I would assume in the majority of cases this would be the Learning Technologies Coordinator) 

Pease ensure that the principal includes the email address of this person.  Also please ensure that the email address is a   .edu.au address.  This will assist in the authentication process.

Once the principal has sent an email with the details of the school manager of scootle, that person will have an administrator account set up and can then manage scootle for the rest of the school. The administration of SCOOTLE is extremely straightforward. 

All the resources found within scootle should be available in myclasses, the main advantage of scootle being the far superior browsing, searching and filtering.

Just go to your class page and choose 'add a property' and search for the name of the resource you found in Scootle, just as you would have with Learning Federation resources in the past.
